Day 2| Palermo, Italy

Touch down in Palermo and transferQ
to the Grand Hotel Piazza Borsa.

Step
inside the Palatine Chapel in the Norman Palace
to admire unusual mosaics that contain both
Christian and Islamic motifs. Cap off your
excursion at the Arab-Norman domes of Saint
John of the Hermits and the Teatro Massimo,
[taly’s largest theater.

Enrichment: Mafia — Past and Present.
Join a lecturer to examine the legacy of the
Cosa Nostra and its effect on Sicilian society.
Free Time: Spend an evening at leisure

in charming Palermo.

Day 4| Segesta | Erice

Discovery: Ancient Segesta. Visit timeworn
Segesta, home to a spectacular Doric temple

that rises from the land. While in Segesta,
admire a well-preserved theater carved into
Mount Barbaro. The structure is perched on
a mountain plateau and offers a soul-stirring
panorama of the Gulf of Castellammare.

Visit an award-winning, family-owned olive
farm for lunch. Taste the oil, learn about the
production of olive oil and talk with the family.
Discovery: Erice Walking Tour. Continue

to lovely Erice, nestled high on Monte San
Giuliano. Erice has more than 60 churches
and monasteries. During a walking tour, see
two medieval castles and foundations that
date from the Phoenician era, and marvel

at the Romanesque architecture of the Norman
Duomo. Stroll along the village’s winding lanes,
paved with shiny stones, and pass by
courtyards, fountains and shops.

Free Time: Enjoy an evening at leisure. Head
out to discover the passeggiata, a traditional
evening stroll that offers time for people-
watching and socializing.
